You will be given some general instructions about what to do after your surgery. Your surgeon
may also give you some special instructions on how to care. Post-Operative Wound Care
Instructions. *Keep the dressing dry and intact for 24 hours, and then begin dressing changes.
You may shower after 24 hours. Smoking decreases blood flow. It can delay wound healing or
cause tissue loss. • You can ice the area for 10 minutes every 1/2 hour for the first post op day.
